Newspapers

The West Linn Tidings is available on microfilm at the Wilsonville Library (1984-2004) and at the University
of Oregon Library (1985-2008).
A number of different newspapers have been published in Oregon City since the mid-1800s. Many of these
are available on microfilm at the University of Oregon Library.
The Oregonian is available as a searchable database (1987-present) at the Milwaukie Library, Lake
Oswego Library, and Multnomah County Library. For years 1861-1987, the Multnomah County Library has
the searchable Oregonian Historical Archive database. Microfilm for years 1937-present is available at the
Lake Oswego Library.
The University of Oregon's Historic Oregon Newspapers page has a number of pre-1922 newspaper
articles available free online.

Historic Photographs

The Oregon Historical Society library has a large collection of historic photographs.
The Clackamas County Historical Society also has a large collection of historic photographs.
The Oregon Digital database contains photographs, journal articles, sheet music, manuscripts, and
ephemera from the libraries at the University of Oregon and Oregon State University.
