1. Call to Order – by Jeff Treece, MNA President

2. Treasurer’s Report by Jim Koll,  $4,973.70

3. Meeting Participation was discussed, including posting signs, getting more e-mail 
addresses registered, and through personal contact.

4. City Goals – The city will be holding Town Hall Meetings in July to draft community 
input for Parks and Recreation, Transportation, Aquatic Center and Water 
Resources Codes.

5. Dog Ordinances – A discussion was held on issues related to dogs being allowed to run 
free and owners disregarding the West Linn City Regulations.  A motion was 
made by Rod Schmall, seconded and passed, requesting that Jeff Treece contact 
the Chief of Police about enforcement the leash laws in Marylhurst Heights Park.  
Installing signs stating the restrictions, police making visits to the park to educate 
and give warnings for first time offenders, and then charging a fine for the 
subsequent offences.
