MINUTES
7:15 - Meeting Opens – Call to Order

William Relyea called the meeting to order and discussed the agenda. He stated that the only item on the agenda was the subdivision at 1485 Rosemont Road.

7:20 - General Discussion

The parties in attendance introduced themselves and Kelly Pyrch provided an overview of the various plans, and graphics which provided the proposed subdivision on Rosemont Road.

7:25 – 1485 Rosemont Road – Subdivision – Kelly Pyrch
Kelly Pyrch discussed details surrounding the subdivision on Rosemont Road. He stated that the intent was to create a group of homes were his immediate family and friends could live together, and that they would be sharing driveway access through flag lots. 

7:35 - Community Comments

The community comments surrounded the height of the walls along Rosemont Road. Kelly is asking for a variance so that the homes would have six foot high walls instead of three foot high walls. The purpose is to provide privacy from the street.

William Relyea inquired on the half street improvement, sidewalks, street lighting and storm drains. It appears that the property slopes away from Rosemont and that the detention ponds on the back of the property line will use a shared easement for drainage onto a side street that does not have storm drain improvements, the drain would use the existing ditch. 

William Relyea also asked about street lights and if the half street improvement would include the lights. Kelly did not have an answer.

A neighbor living behind the proposed development inquired on storm drains and issues from detention ponds that may have an impact on her property. The question is who will maintain them and who will pay to have them improved in the future, if they create un-forseen issues. Kelly did not have an answer.

A neighbor living across the road on Rosemont stated that she was delighted with the proposed development and that it will look better than she initially envisioned.
