CALL TO ORDER AND INTRODUCTIONS

Chairperson Rittenhouse opened the meeting at 6:27 pm.  

APPROVAL OF SUMMARY NOTES FROM March 2, 2011
A motion was made and passed unanimously to approve the summary notes of March 2, 2011.   
NOMINATION OF CHAIRPERSON AND CO-CHAIRPERSON
Yates nominated Rittenhouse for Chairperson, Jackson seconded.  Unanimous vote in favor.
Jackson nominated Gakstatter to serve as Co-Chairperson, Rittenhouse seconded.  Unanimous vote in favor.

DISCUSSION ON DOLLAR & OSTMAN/19TH & DOLLAR TRAFFIC ISSUE
Yates mentioned that speeding is one of the issues and she will contact Engineering to check out the radar gun to gather speed and license data to submit to the Police Department for the Chief to send out letters.  Wright will address this issue to the Traffic Safety Committee at their next meeting.
DISCUSSION ON BUS SHELTERS

The group would like to have two bus shelters installed (one at the VA Clinic on Blankenship Road and one at the Methodist Church on Willamette Falls Drive in the Willamette District).  Jackson made a motion for Rittenhouse to draft a TAB Resolution to the City Council in support of the additional installation of two bus shelters, Yates seconded.  Rittenhouse will draft a Resolution and email out to the group for their approval.

DISCUSSION ON SAFE ROUTES TO SCHOOL
Mayor Kovash discussed a meeting which was held with the School Board.  One of the topics discussed was taking a look at where our biggest needs were for sidewalks and when we have monies available for street improvements we will look at this.  Another topic discussed was the possibility of the police department becoming more involved in traffic control in the morning and afternoons helping
children getting to and from school.  Yates suggested it would also be helpful for getting busses out safely on the street.  
TRANSFER OF HIGHWAY 43 OWNERSHIP
Mayor Kovash mentioned we will know more after the April 11, 2011 meeting with the Hwy 43 workgroup and hopefully they will clarify some issues of where we are, what is ODOT thinking and what are the legal ramifications.  Mayor Kovash will keep the group informed.
NEW BUSINESS
City staff will be contacting ODOT regarding signal timing at I-205 NB off-ramp at 99E (McLoughlin Blvd) in Oregon City.

City staff will place the orange diamonds atop the 20 mph signs in the Willamette District.
