We received two bids for the Slurry Seal project:
1. Blackline (Vancouver, WA) - $94,999.80
1. Valley Slurry Seal (Sacramento, CA) - $95,000

The Bid was configured somewhat uniquely as the City was seeking the most area of slurry seal (the most work) possible within the $95,000 budget.  The list of streets identified for Type II slurry seal was within the $95,000 so the City also identified Willamette Falls Drive (WFD) for a Type III slurry seal.  The determination of the low bidder would hinge upon who would bid the largest amount of Type III slurry seal area on WFD within the $95,000 contract amount.

The results were:
1. Blackline –                 5,372 square yards
1. Valley Slurry Seal -   7,397.7 square yards

The result is that even though Blackline’s price bid was twenty cents lower, Valley Slurry Seal proposed an additional 2,025.7 square yards of Type III slurry seal on WFD within the $95,000.

The concern was then about the in-state/out-of-state bidders and state bid preference for in-state bidders.  Even though both are “out-of-state”, the analysis was done and Valley Slurry Seal remains the low bidder.

Jeff Randall is currently checking references before staff recommends award to Valley Slurry Seal.
