RNA Meeting Minutes

May 10, 2011

7:07 President Boes called meeting to order.

Mary made a motion to approve previous meeting minutes Mark seconded it, with the correction of the “Landskroner” spelling error. They were approved with 2 abstentions.

V.P. Bracco acting as treasurer (and secretary) figured the current balance to be $1,468.37.
Announcements: Lorrie announced on Take Care of West Linn Day there will be a Mary S Young work party followed by a free lunch at the park.

We requested to have city provide someone to explain the planning process at next month’s meeting.

Updates: Lake Oswego received a favorable opinion from the judge on the water rights; the Water Watch conservation group appealed the decision.

The “Good Neighbor Plan” is now being revised as the “Great Neighbor Plan”. 

Mark made a motion to have a new balanced committee representing the whole Robinwood Neighborhood to work with the city of Lake Oswego on the new Great Neighbor Plan to help mitigate in the “hypothetical” scenario of them going forward with the new water treatment plant. This issue was determined to be of a time sensitive nature, Michael seconded it. The vote was taken and it passed unanimously. Lorrie Griffith will be acting chair for the first meeting of this committee.
Committee Reports: Emergency Preparedness Committee announced that they have moved forward with the “Map Your Neighborhood” program, and Michael brought in a large laminated map of the Robinwood Neighborhood for use in this program. Groups should be of about 30 residences per group.

Robinwood Station committee reported the need for a second door emergency egress to pass inspection. The rotary club will be having lunch at the station on 22nd of June.

Streets committee reported a pothole 8 inches deep on Lower Midhill; another one was brought up that is on Kenthorp that is also large and annoying.
Old Business: The motion to allocate money for emergency preparedness kits was postponed

New Business:  There was a request by Mary to donate money ($200.00) to the July 3rd Fireworks on Cedaroak Island.

A motion was made by Kevin that was deemed to be time sensitive that the RNA submit a letter in opposition to the reduction of neighborhood funding that is being proposed by the city. It was seconded by Michael and passed unanimously.
