7:05 President Boes called the meeting to order.

Previous meetings minutes were not available to approve.
Treasurer Bjere gave the report, the current balance $1,498.18 to have $111.00 and $55.00 deducted from it for sign blanks and printing costs for the new RNA signs.

Guest Speaker Peter Spear from the City of West Linn’s planning department presented to the RNA on how the planning process functions and answered questions.

Announcements: West Linn Old Time Fair will be July 15th-17th. Movie Nights in the park will be on August 6th, 13th, 20th, and 27th. 
A car prowler was active in the Midhill and Arbor sections of the neighborhood on Friday. Over 60 cars were hit all of which had been left unlocked. Sunday night the police had the dogs and squad cars out at 1:30 am to 2:40 am in an attempt to apprehend the person who had been seen and chased off by a homeowner in LO on Glenmore and fled on foot back to West Linn. They were unable to catch him.

Updates: Chase Bank is attempting to locate at the old Kash’s Nursery site.

The Neighborhood Presidents meeting was attended by VP Bracco who reported on the different versions of how the reduced remaining amount of neighborhood funds could potentially be divided between the neighborhoods. Potential options could be based on the square acreage, population, or number of residents in a neighborhood.
The police department is now considering the 8th street location for its new station.

Committee Reports: Parks committee Don reported the rock at Mary S Young is for Trillium creeks NW corner. Also the trails master plan 50 year vision will be presented at city hall 7 pm tomorrow.
Streets committee Tony reported the city was out filling potholes and were directed to the ones mentioned last month and those were fixed.

Great Neighbor Committee presented its rules and mission statement and a request that the RNA request from the city a planner to be available for the committee and to be paid for by the city.

Discussion ensued. President Boes excused himself from the meeting and the discussion and meeting continued under VP Bracco. After some amendments were made a motion was made by Mike to approve the committee’s mission statement and request for the planner. The motion was seconded by Kevin. It was determined to be of a time sensitive nature. A vote was taken and it passed with 16 in favor 1 opposed and 3 abstentions.
Guest Jane from LO handed out the new Great Neighbor Plan.

Station committee Randall reported we still need another door but perhaps we could get the new garage doors installed at same time while adding the new emergency egress.
