Fields Bridge park issues

· This area is under the purview of Parks Department. Andy Rocchia Sent photos to West Linn Website.
· Pond- potential problems with pond drainage (scum and pollutants from paving). 

· Fill dirt- mounds of soil not far from fishing platform- group questions what they are for (fill in drainage areas).
· Trees- larger Fir and Oregon ash trees unmaintained downed limbs split and come across paved paths. Liability insurance- is a million dollar liability insurance sufficient?
· Other issues: Fertilizers use- how much/many fertilizers?  Group questions funding for this?  

· The River Keepers is there to put pressure on the City to take care of quality issues.
· Old farm house- fire hazard, gathering place for potential criminal behaviors
· Bicycles- in need of legitimate bicycle path- especially dangerous with new bridge continuing onto Borland.  
· Fields Bridge Park is becoming a rest stop destination.
· Drainage- fishing platform drainage was removed - filtering has been eliminated- health hazard.
