Discussion Notes:
· History:  2010 ballot measure for new police station failed 55/45 vote 
· City Response: development of task force
· Task Forced looked at why measure failed- 10 million too expensive, location not the best
· Outcomes from task force
· 8th avenue considered first choice location by committee and received recommendation as top pick for project from Mackenzie Group.
· Parcel purchase on 8th will be included in 8.5 million bond measure for project. Significantly less money than previous project, desirable building site.
· The task force plans to be involved with public education and PAC for the bond.

· Economy is down, is never going to be cheaper to build then now, very modest, appropriate building plan to serve police and community.

· Once resolution passes then a PAC would be formed, design and other various neighborhoods concerns and/or questions to be addressed, public outreach and education on project will occur prior to vote in the fall.

· Discussion Notes: identified functional aspects of a police station,  security, weapons security, house emergency operations center, independent generators, small temporary detention center, no jail, no court but potential for add on later can be applied to the final plan, secure parking for employee’s personal vehicles as well as police vehicles, 23,500 sq.ft., Upper level office space, Masonry wall 6ft for perimeter security, design input from residents made to fit residential area and provide proper security, LEED Silver requirement, LEED Gold is desired, Multi-Purpose rooms help to cut costs (community room/ training room), opening end of 8th Ave is not part of this project- that proposal will not be made , police station is a traffic calming device, best option for this transitional neighborhood.
