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Viewing Granicus Video on Google Chrome

Overview

If you're using the Google Chrome web browser, you might receive an error while attempting to use the
Video Player. As a result of Google's decision to move away from Adobe Flash on Chrome, they made a
change to Chrome's Adobe Flash Player settings. The option for Flash to always be allowed to run has
been turned off—and Flash is required to use your Video Player.

Resolution

If you're using an updated version of Chrome, and Flash is not allowed to run, you'll receive an error
message stating "Error: No Playable Sources." To work around this change, you have a couple of
options.

First, you can adjust a setting in Chrome to allow Adobe Flash to always run (this used to be the
default). To do this, follow these steps:

1. Open a Google Chrome browser window
2. Click the more menu (

) in the upper right-hand corner of the browser
