Subject:    City Manager’s Weekly Report – June 28, 2018  

Schedule 
· Changes to the July 2 agenda include an executive session at 4:45 p.m. relating to real estate and litigation.  There is also one additional work session item to discuss code changes relating to street improvements for infill residential projects.

Information Items
· Bolton Station/WLCP.  In follow up to the discussion Monday, we were able to connect with City/County Insurance Services (CIS) risk management.  A CIS representative will visit Bolton Station next Friday, July 6, which is the soonest date possible.  I have invited the WLCP Board Chair to have someone there to explain how the building would be used.  Then CIS will be able to better assess the situation.  In addition, the WLCP Board Chair was invited to tour the Adult Community Center and Sunset Fire Hall as alternative facilities. We are still awaiting a response to this invitation.

· Tanner Creek Fitness Court.  Council is scheduled to have a detailed discussion of the GO Bond project list on July 23. Per Council’s request, we have delayed moving forward on project work until then. However, staff requests the ‘go ahead’ one project, the fitness court at Tanner Creek Park. Part of the National Fitness Campaign, it will be “outdoor body weight fitness club without walls” offering innovative seven minute training routines for people of all ages. West Linn is one of 100 cities in the US joining in this National Fitness Campaign. The project completes the Tanner Creek Park Master Plan, and has been endorsed by the Parks & Recreation Advisory Board. Funding is $80,000 from SDCs and $50,000 from the GO Bond. Moving forward now would allow us to show an early bond project result and, hopefully, announce the project’s grand opening at one of the last Music in The Park concerts at the end of August.  I will mention this at project at the July 2 work session and hopefully we can get approval to proceed in time for the Music in the Park connection.

· Albertson’s Site Update.  Staff has had some contact from The Wolff Company, an Arizona-based firm interested in purchasing the former Albertson’s site, demolishing the existing building and constructing independent living residences for seniors. Depending on the details, a variety of land use applications may be required. No formal pre-application meeting request has been received. Because this is a long way from simply reopening a grocery store, staff advised that the company discuss their concept with the relevant neighborhood associations before expending additional effort, to get a sense of local sentiment. The first of these meetings is scheduled for Savanna Oaks NA on July 3.  You may have seen the meeting notice from SONA. 

· Airbnb Complaint.  You may recall a recent complaint about a large home on Athena being used as an Airbnb.  As of last Sunday the last guest left and the property owners have indicated they will cease from this operation.  Neighbors have informed us they will monitor for any future activity.  Meanwhile, staff are working on an information piece to post on the City’s website with frequently asked questions (FAQ) about the use of private homes for Airbnb’s.  They FAQ will include whether they are allowed and how they are permitted, how many nights can be rented, what to do if one is operating illegally, and how a short-term rental is defined under the code.

· MCImetro (Verizon) Franchise.  We continue to wait for the actual agreement for this item, therefore it was pulled from the July 9 meeting and has been rescheduled for August 6.
