• In a few seconds, the Wireless Printing program will 
start (look for the program icon in your taskbar).

• Return to your document 
and select ‘Print’.   

• When the print dialog 
appears, you will see two 
library printers listed, 
‘BW_Adult’ and 
‘Color_Adult’. 

• Select the printer you’d like 
to use, then click ‘Print’

• You’ll be asked to enter your library card number 
and PIN (usually the last 4 digits of your phone 
number).

• The cost of your print job will be displayed.  Click the 
‘OK’ button to send the print job.

• In a few moments, you’ll receive confirmation that 
your print job has been sent.

• You can pay for and 
release your print job at 
the Print Release Terminal 
in the upstairs computer 
lab.
