Announcements: Randal: Friends of Robinwood Station meet first Thursday of each month; Kevin: volunteers built the stage with funds from Robinwood Station; Tony: Erin has a questionnaire on the garden club available. Harvest Party is October 20th 3-6pm and is sponsored by The Garden Club. Free concert with Joe McMurry, from a grant by the City of West Linn.
Updates: F.O.R. needs to revise its bylaws as it is not a “membership organization” now so we need to follow our tax status. We now need a board of directors. Need to restart the organization (too expensive) Or change the bylaws (cheaper) asking the people to help out by changing (the red area) to “the corporation shall have no members.” And/Or needs to add a dissolution clause (blue is what we are adding. Red is what we are getting rid of).

Jim O’Toole asked how the committee was elected. It was elected at the Neighborhood picnic. No more elections. Any vacancies are added by the board. Causey said it should be a name of a “non profit” to get 501C3 (exempt) Need to remove all references of corporation, it should be an organization. Randal said that if it is non profit then it doesn’t need to change. Causey agreed. Neil said, does a change cause a problem, and if you make a change will it cause issues that we aren’t totally “together” on as a neighborhood. Randall said the Center is a place for everyone-all of West Linn. It has 5013C status to accept money. Maybe it can be an example for others who want to do the same. Kevin said LOT will not give anything to this. Randal said it’s less work to do this, than dissolving the other. Kent asked does it need to say “non profit” somewhere to qualify. Kurt makes a motion to adopt the bylaws. Causey said can a board member make a nomination? Mary seconded it.  Voted: all in favor, no abstentions. 
Garden Club: We are getting 2 harvests a week form the garden. Extras are given to West Linn Food Pantry. Clark County gave $7600 and they are transforming it to a “winter garden”. Garden Meeting is once a month. 
City Council Review:  Ollie Olson gave a report on West Linn vs. Bundy’s pool, showing how it affects us? He said “1973 the city gave him a bike path near his property and then 2003 he had sediment on the path and when he went to the city about it, he felt the West Linn has a dysfunctional government. In 2000 a group of people created CDC30 (now CDC32) regulated by the planning department.

Committee Reports: Randall 
~Parks Committee:  Allison said Ken Worcester got the OK to put an easement on Old River Rd. Midhill park has a “widow maker” ~Robinwood Station Committee: thanks Kevin for the nice stage! We also have theatrical lights donated and Lions Club donated the bulbs! Have a master plan with Gerber Boes helping us. Want to submit a development application to stay forever. Is the station earthquake proof? Yoga offered Thurs/Sun. Healthy Living on Tues nights. Community Music Series on the 20th (live music) ~Streets Committee: no news  ~Business Committee: will get a laptop. Check out new businesses nearby  ~River Committee: Scott Gerber said Cedar Island had a lot of trash and Scott has been hauling bags of garbage off the island. Thank you Scott! City should maintain it and empty the cans. Draft a letter to the city. ~Great Neighborhood Committee: Lamont King attended many meetings-he concluded that LOT never intended to follow through on their promises. Greg McKenzie sent some questions and they haven’t understood why we need it. Both mayors don’t like the franchise fees. They turned down all our needs…though the intertie was a “benefit” even though it had always been there. Attendees wanted to make a motion that “we don’t accept their plant”. Kevin felt it was time sensitive, Neil seconded, all said yes. No abstentions. We came up with: “I move that the RNA formally oppose LOT expansion of the LOWTP and pipeline proposed by the LOT, per conditional use #12-02 and #12-04, because the cost far exceeds the benefits to the neighborhood and the City of West Linn.”  Allison Henderson seconded it. Terry said to tell the Tidings, Oregonian, and radio and TV. Lamont points out that the city perceives us as a “threat”. We can slow this down. We need to convince the planning commission that they haven’t given it serious thought. Wednesday and Thursday next week there are 2 planning commission meetings. Everyone attend! Pete Bedard will communicate this to the paper, and will try to get a new story + in publications. no one said “no”. (Tony abstained)
